● Arkansas: Governor Sanders announced in August 
that she has a goal for a phone-free education for 
all, and is providing funding for all schools who 
wish to implement the Yondr Program.

Many parents understand the benefits of a phone-free 
education, but worry about safety—specifically, how to 
contact their child in an emergency.

While these concerns are understandable, top safety 
experts agree that smartphones don’t enhance student 
safety and can actually be distracting. 

How Can Cell Phones Cause Harm During 
an Emergency?
● Distraction: Phones can distract 

students from listening to first 
responders.

● Communication Jamming: High call 
volumes can disrupt emergency 
coordination.

● Noise Risk: Phone use might reveal 
students’ whereabouts.

● Online Tracking Risks: Assailants 
could use social media to find 
additional victims.
